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European Commission regards EFSA opinion as “conclusive”

On 24th September 2008, the European Commissioner responsible for Health and Consumers, answering on behalf of the Commission, made public its response to a question from a Member of the European Parliament, regarding the safety of bisphenol A–based food contact applications.

The Commission noted that it regards the scientific opinion of the European Food Safety Authority (EFSA) as “conclusive”. In its updated assessment published on 23 July, 2008, EFSA reconfirmed its long-standing position that BPA-based polycarbonate and epoxy food contact products are safe for their intended uses. 

The Commission also noted that the updated BPA Risk Assessment report, in the context of the existing chemicals dated April 2008, comes to the same conclusions as EFSA.
